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Each Scout should bring the following

Storage container with lid or trunk to pack clothes (helps keep items dry)

Day pack for carrying water bottle, Scout Handbook, paper, pen, compass.

Scout Official Uniform including green shorts and Troop Activity Uniforms (7 different colors)  Wear Blue T-shirt on Sunday

Shorts and jeans

Extra socks & underwear 

If you are taking swimming, lifesaving, or canoeing bring pants (cotton pants are better than jeans),  long-sleeve shirt and shoes that can get wet.

Twin size linens, mattress pad or sleeping bag and Pillow

Sturdy tennis shoes or boots (no sandals or open-toed shoes).  An extra pair of shoes is a good idea.

Poncho / Raincoat and Hat

Swim Trunks

Soap, comb, toothbrush & towel

Sunscreen, Insect Repellent, and itch relief cream (no aerasol cans)

Flashlight

Battery-operated fan (available at Walmart)

Trash bag for dirty clothes

Pocket knife (need Totem Chip which can be earned at Camp)

Scout Handbook 

Paper & pens (do not bring Troop notebook, just notebook paper and pens)

Camera 

Compass 

$$ for crafts, souvenirs & snacks.  Please send only $1 or $5 bills in an envelope with Scout's name.  Give to Scoutmaster before leaving for Camp.  Scouts may make withdrawals during the week.

Medical exam form (must be signed by parent and doctor)  Medicine must be in original bottles with labels.

Mosquito Nets (a must for Camp Mack Morris)

Repel Permanone for Clothing and Gear Insect Repellent can be sprayed on clothing and shoes before leaving for Camp.

Do not bring fireworks, sheath knives, pellet guns or any other weapons.

Please DO NOT BRING CELL PHONES or other electronics to Camp.   Cell phones, video games and MP3 players distract from the camp experience.  A break from technology can offer the opportunity to experience the physical activity, face to face interaction, development of life skills and self-reliance, offered by camping.  If there is a need to call home, several adult leaders have cell phones available.  
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
